What are a few of the highlights of the Expo? This Spring Forward Expo is
an excellent opportunity to find out more about the Bel-Red project. To let us know what you
think about the draft plan and development regulations, please submit your comments at the
Expo or at an upcoming public hearing tentatively scheduled for May 28. The Planning
Commission will be taking public comments on the plan before making recommendations to the
City Council this summer.

In addition to the Bel-Red project, there will be information on an effort to update the Bel-Red
Overlake Transportation Study (BROTS), an interlocal agreement with the City of Redmond that
provides for land-use coordination and funding transportation improvements in the area along the
boundary between the two cities.

Since July 2007, the Light Rail Best Practices Committee has been learning about light rail
systems in North America and soliciting comments from the community on what practices could
be applied in Bellevue. At the Expo, the public can weigh in on a draft report with recommended
best practices. The report will be sent to the City Council in June. In addition, the Planning
Commission will hold a public hearing in July on proposed Comprehensive Plan amendments
and make their recommendation to the City Council.



For downtown Bellevue, there are several projects in the planning and design phase, including
new bike lanes, work on Great Streets concepts, adding Mid-block Crossings at select
locations, NE 6" Street Extension, and NE 8" Street Widening to name a few.

Alternative modes of transportation are also being discussed, such as a Downtown Circulator,
Metro’s RapidRide project and the Growth Transportation and Efficiency Center. A new
program called Choose Your Way Bellevue is designed to help commuters get around more
efficiently and help ease congestion.

Expo attendees can check out displays on some of the larger neighborhood projects, including
145" Avenue SE, Northup Way, Bretton Wood/Tam O’Shanter, the 2008 Street Overlay
Program, and West Lake Sammamish Parkway.

For almost a year, we’ve been updating the 1999 Pedestrian and Bicycle Transportation Plan.
This will be one of the last opportunities to comment.

If you enjoy parks — and who doesn’t — you may be interested in the latest plans for the
Boeing/Eastgate Property, Meydenbauer Bay, or Surrey Downs.

Do you use 1-405 frequently? The State Department of Transportation will be on hand to answer
questions about the 1-405, NE 10™ Street bridge project, the 1-405 South Bellevue Widening
project, including demolition of the Wilburton Tunnel this summer.

And if you enjoy the prioritizing and financing aspects of large, long-range projects, you’ll want
to be a part of selecting improvements through 2007-2013 Capital Investment Programs of
both the Utilities and Transportation departments.
